actual cost.

Computer Research: Mauer Law Fitm uses Westlaw computer-assisted research. We bill clients at the
vendor’s regular rates to third parties without discount.

Long-Distance Telephone Calls: Long distance calls are billed at direct dial rates to third parties without
discount.

BOARD POLICY 03: COMMITTEES, MML, AND ICMA APPOINTMENTS
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

MCMA Committee Appointments

MCMA utilizes committees as an organizational tool for serving and involving MCMA members in
accomplishing the organization’s goals and achieving its mission of providing professional services and
professional development to the city/county management profession in Missouri.

In accordance with the MCMA Constitution, the President is responsible for appointing all chairperson
and committee member appointments to standing and special committees of MCMA. Traditionally, the
Board of Directors has ratified these appointments. Every committee consists of a chairperson and a
minimum of four (4) full members. Membership of the Nominating Committee is capped by the
Constitution at five (5) members.

The current committees and traditional committee chairpersons for the organization are as follows:

* Specific Chairperson appointment required by Constitution

In addition to the above regular standing committees, the President may appoint task forces or form
other special committees as they deem appropriate, subject to the rules established by the Constitution.

A call for committee volunteers should be made on the Listserv and website no later than June 1
annually. Members interested in serving should apply to do so through a dedicated form on the MCMA
website or otherwise created for this purpose. The President should consider a wide variety of factors
when determining committee appointments. Such factors may include previous committee experience,
organization size, different career stages, ensuring assistants are represented, gender balance, and
other inclusion and diversity issues.

ICMA Committee Appointments

The President is called upon annually by ICMA to make appointments to various ICMA committees.

The appointments for these ICMA positions are traditionally made as follows, though the President has
final discretion as to who is appointed:

MML Board of Directors Appointments

The Missouri Municipal League Board of Directors has two seats which are reserved for city
management professionals. These seats are filled in the same manner as any other MCMA Committee
appointment. Terms on the MML Board are two (2) years, staggered by one (1) year, and no individual
may serve more than two (2) consecutive terms, for a normal total of four (4) years.

BOARD POLICY 04: GUIDELINES FOR NOMINATIONS TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
AND FILLING OF BOARD VACANCIES
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

Nominating Committee

Per the MCMA Constitution, the President shall appoint a Nominating Committee comprised of the
Immediate Past President as Chairperson, and four (4) full members of the association. The Nominating
Committee shall invite members to submit recommendations for nominations or to self-nominate. All
who wish to be considered for nomination, either through self-nomination or by having been nominated
by a third party, shall complete a nomination form approved by the Board of Directors. Members also
may place their name directly on the ballot by petition signed by 10 full members of the Association.
Any member desiring to serve on the Board of Directors must be a full member of the Association and
maintain that full membership throughout their office if elected.

Nomination Committee Guidance
Per the MCMA Constitution, the Nominating Committee “...shall take into account geographic balance of
the Board in its considerations.”

In addition to the geographic considerations mandated by the Constitution, in the course of assembling
a slate of candidates the Nominating Committee is charged by this policy with annually evaluating the
makeup of the Board of Directors from a variety of different considerations, including geographic
balance, gender, assistant representation, and organizational size. It is the stated intent of the Board of
Directors that the makeup of the Board be representative and inclusive of the organization’s full
membership makeup. The Nominating Committee should also consider service to the association when
evaluating individual applicants/nominations.

Vacancies in Board Positions

Immediate Past President: If, for any reason, the Immediate Past President is unable or ineligible to
serve, the office shall be filled by the most recent Past President eligible and willing to serve. Said Past
President shall be nominated by the President and approved by the Board of Directors.

President: If the President position becomes vacant, the 1% Vice President/President-Elect will complete
that term and may continue to serve for an additional term as President at their option.

Any Other Position: Any vacancy of any other position on the Board of Directors shall be filled by the
President, with the approval of the Board of Directors. Should a vacancy occur in a board position filled
by an Assistant/Deputy City or County Manager, it is strongly encouraged that another member who is
currently an Assistant shall be appointed. If an "Assistant/Deputy" board member takes a job in
Missouri as a Manager or Administrator, that person will continue in office until the normal end of their
term.

BOARD POLICY 05: KATHLEEN MANSFIELD SCHOLARSHIP
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

In the interest of promoting the city management profession and to encourage educational pursuits
leading to professional city management careers, the Missouri City/County Managers Association
hereby establishes an annual scholarship program for two (2) deserving graduate students residing in
Missouri and pursuing a Master of Public Administration (MPA) degree. This scholarship program shall
bear the name of Kathleen Mansfield, a dedicated city management professional whose ideals,
motivation and good character inspired everyone who met her, especially her peers. She passed away
in 2004 at a very early age.

The Mansfield Scholarship will provide $1,500.00 scholarships for two Missouri residents seeking a
Master of Public Administration (MPA) degree to prepare for a career in city management. These
scholarships are to be used for college expenses such as cost of tuition, fees, room and board, or books
and supplies.

The application period each year shall be from May 1% to May 31%. The application period may be
extended by the Board of Directors due to lack of applications/response. The MCMA Program Director
will share scholarship details and application forms with the appropriate college counselors or
professors at colleges and universities hosting accredited MPA degree programs. All submitted
applications will be reviewed by the MCMA Board unless the Board forms a committee of the
membership for the same purpose. The Board or committee will be responsible for selecting scholarship
recipients. Notification to the selected recipients will be made by July 1°* of each year, or at any other
date established by the Board should the application period be extended.

Scholarship Criteria
Applicants must meet the following criteria for consideration:

1. Applicant must be a resident of Missouri.

2. Applicant must be currently accepted into or enrolled in an accredited MPA program. Proof of
registration or acceptance will be required if a scholarship is awarded.

3. Student must have a minimum undergraduate 3.0 GPA if accepted into an MPA program or a
minimum 3.0 GPA in the MPA program if already enrolled.

4. Applicant must demonstrate a desire for a career in public service via involvement in community
service activities, participation in social and service organizations, or involvement in other
campus organizations dedicated to public or community service.

5. Applicant shall obtain an endorsement from a local MCMA member within the community
nearest the applicant’s residence. An MCMA member may endorse more than one applicant.
The intent of this requirement is to introduce applicants to MCMA members and create
connections to the city/county management profession.

6. Financial need may be considered by the Board of Directors. Applicants should indicate financial
need consideration on their application and provide narrative regarding the same.

Scholarship awards will be made directly to the selected scholarship recipient.

BOARD POLICY 06: ICMA CONFERENCE ATTENDANCE ASSISTANCE
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

To promote MCMA member involvement in ICMA programs and activities, MCMA will subsidize
conference registration, travel, and lodging expenses for members to attend the ICMA Annual
Conference. MCMA will also work, whenever possible, to secure ICMA registration fee waivers.

The ICMA Annual Conference provides an excellent opportunity for Missouri City/County Managers to
learn about trends in public sector management across the nation and network with other professionals.
By receiving financial assistance, MCMA members who may otherwise not have the resources will have
the opportunity to attend the conference.

As part of its annual budget process, the MCMA Board will determine the number of scholarships and
amount the scholarship will reimburse for members to attend the ICMA Annual Conference. MCMA
members will be notified of scholarship availability through the MCMA website and MCMA listserv no
later than May 1% each year. Interested individuals will complete the application for a scholarship and
submit such to the MCMA Program Director.

The Board of Directors shall evaluate applications based on the following criteria:

e Length of time in the profession;

e  Whether the person is a first-time attendee to an ICMA Annual Conference;

e Whether the person has attended an ICMA Annual Conference in the last 3 years;

e How involved the person is in MCMA activities (i.e. Attendance at Winter Workshop, Spring
Conferences, and involvement in MCMA committees);

e Geographic distribution of applicants;

e Whether the person is employed as a city or county management professional, including
student interns when endorsed by their manager or administrator, however, student interns
shall only be considered if there are not otherwise enough qualified non-intern applicants to
utilize all available scholarships.

Those selected for scholarships will be reimbursed upon submission of valid receipts to the MCMA
Program Director. All receipts must be submitted no later than 60 days after the ICMA Annual
Conference has concluded. Submitted reimbursement costs should not otherwise be covered by an
employer without expectation of repayment or have been credited/waived by ICMA.

Recognizing the importance of maintaining a close relationship between MCMA and ICMA, MCMA will
annually fund reasonable travel, lodging and conference expenses for the MCMA President to attend
the ICMA Annual Conference and the Midwest Regional Conference.

BOARD POLICY 07: FINANCIAL ASSITANCE FOR ICMA COMMITTEE SERVICE
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

MCMA recognizes that there are benefits to MCMA in having its members serve on ICMA committees.
These benefits include the opportunity to influence ICMA policies and to keep MCMA membership
better informed of ICMA activities. ICMA generally does not pay for the costs associated with serving on
ICMA committees. Also, a member's employer may not always be able to fund all the costs of member
participation on ICMA committees. Therefore, this policy is intended to increase the opportunity for
MCMA members to participate on ICMA committees by subsidizing a portion of the cost of that
participation.

MCMA will subsidize expenses for full members that serve on ICMA committees. The subsidy will be on
a reimbursement basis and those members receiving subsidy must receive prior approval from the
MCMA Board of Directors. Members utilizing this program should only do so if their employer is
unwilling to cover the full cost of participation and they are not receiving full cost reimbursement from
ICMA. The member may only use the subsidy to reimburse direct costs associated with attending ICMA
committee meetings. Notification of the availability of this subsidy will appear on the MCMA website
and on the MCMA Listserv in conjunction with the ICMA call for committee volunteers each year. After
an MCMA member is appointed to an ICMA committee, that member will notify the MCMA Program
Director of whether the member will be requesting financial assistance from MCMA. The assistance will
be provided on a reimbursement basis upon submission of expense receipts to the Program Director for
attending ICMA committee meetings.

The maximum number of reimbursements shall be determined annually by the MCMA Board of
Directors, but in no case shall the reimbursement exceed $500 per authorized member. The amount
covered is intended to be a portion, not the entirety, of the cost of ICMA committee participation.

BOARD POLICY 08: MEMBERSHIP LEGAL SERVICES
As approved by the MCMA Board of Directors on MONTH, DAY, YEAR

Beginning October 1, 2021, MCMA established a program with the Mauer Law Firm to represent the
individual interests of participating members in their employment relationship with their city or county.
This program was established to ensure participants have access to competent legal counsel for matters
related to their employment, such as contract/working agreements and separation agreements.
Participants receive up to one (1) hour of consultation time concerning employment issues between the
participant and their public employer. Additional consultation and representation is available at the rate
of $100 per hour, paid directly by the participant. Participation in this program is limited to Full
Members of MCMA.

To fund this Legal Services program, effective July 1, 2022, the MCMA Board of Directors has established
an annual voluntary assessment of $25.00. Due to the nature of the legal services being rendered, the
voluntary assessment must be paid from a member’s personal funds, rather than their employer’s public
funds. The ongoing support of individual MCMA members is important to ensuring that local
government managers have access to these vital services.

The MCMA Program Director shall include a voluntary remittance form with dues invoices and shall take
steps to allow members to pay for this service using the same online payment method as is used for
annual dues.
